President Tracy introduced Jill Thomas as the Executive Director for the Minnesota Asphalt Pavement Association (MAPA).  Dave Hanson Senior Technician with Bolton and Menk,  Les Burshten City of Cottage Grove Director of Public Works, and Mindy Carlson with Minnesota LTAP.


Jill Thomas provided a presentation to the group about the Pavement Management Process and talked about research MAPA has performed.

Jill made it known that over the years spec mix and design have  changed and why. Jill encouraged members to go to www.asphaltisbest.com for more information on their studies.


Les Burshten, Director of Cottage Grove Public Works, provided members with 40 plus years of experience and what he has been involved with in the paving and sealcoat industry. Les talked about the “raveling” that is happening to 20 year old streets in Cottage Grove and what measures will be looked at for future repairs and replacements of the streets that have premature failure.  

Dave Hanson, of Bolten & Menk, talked with members about premature failure as well. Dave made it known that this problem is coming up in communities throughout the metro and studies continue to focus on why. Dave has worked with communities in the east metro and showed some visual shots from Woodbury.  Woodbury is faced with some challenges that impact 40- 60 miles of street. These streets were built in the early 90’s and continue to have the wear course breaking down. Dave said studies on Air voids, aggregates, oils and compaction are still being looked at. 

Mindy Carlson with Minnesota LTAP gave a brief discussion on some upcoming training events that LTAP provides this fall.
